PRIORITY #1

If you have not already done so, you must set up accounts on Facebook (www.facebook.com) and Turnitin (www.turnitin.com).  This is necessary because:

YOU MUST CHECK myCAMPUS, FACEBOOK, and EMAIL 
EVERY DAY FOR ASSIGNMENTS!
This is necessary because, while not common, you may have an assignment that is posted one day and is due the next day.  Additionally, assignments may be posted to any of the three mentioned locations.  Lack of knowledge about an assignment that is posted or its due date is no excuse for not completing an assignment.  Additionally, you will have to respond to the contributions of others.  Tracking them on a daily basis is advisable.  Turnitin is necessary for submitting papers.
CLASS PARTICIPATION
I know you are thinking, “Class participation?  In an online course?”  The answer is most definitely “yes”.  Every week I will post at least two discussion questions/comments from the readings (and possibly other sources) on the course website or Facebook.  Every student in the course is expected to contribute original thoughts as well as researched material to all discussions posted by the instructor.  Each student is also expected to make comments about the postings of other students.  The extent to which you contribute and respond, and more importantly, how well you do both, will be graded.   Your class participation grade for the course will be determined by the instructor.  Individual grades will not be posted.  But you are welcome to check on your status at any time during the semester.  Participate a lot and well!!!

CLASS MEETINGS
In addition to the course orientation on the first Friday of classes, there will be up to seven class meetings during the course of the semester.  That is right.  We do not meet every Friday.  The meetings during the semester will normally be on Friday at 2-3 in PAC 220 unless otherwise noted.  If there are discussion topics in addition to required readings, you will be given at least one week notice regarding those topics for each meeting.  These meetings will contribute to your class participation grade.  Two unexcused absences will result in a one letter grade penalty for the course!  Three unexcused absences will result in a two letter grade penalty for the course!  Four unexcused absences will result in a three letter grade penalty for the course!  Five unexcused absences will result in automatic failure of the course!  
EXCUSED ABSENCES

If you know you are going to miss a required class meeting date due to a university excused absence, you must notify the instructor at least one week ahead of time and execute any required activities to make up for missed class participation opportunities within one week of the University excused absence.

READING ASSIGNMENTS

TAKE READING ASSIGNMENTS VERY SERIOUSLY!

Since we do not meet every week in a physical classroom setting, reading assignments become a very important learning tool for this course.  They are important because they become the foundation for your class participation - your greatest learning tool for this course.  You are expected to have read each chapter in the texts per the class outline and other readings as assigned.    DO NOT fail to keep up.

WRITING ASSIGNMENTS
There will be one writing assignment due approximately every three weeks.  You will always have at least one week notice on a writing assignment before its due date.  While anticipated due dates are given on the initial course schedule, there is a distinct possibility that each due date may change by one or more days.  All paper writing assignments will be submitted through Turnitin (www.turnitin.com).  I will provide more information on this after the course orientation.  Turnitin due dates and times are to be strictly followed.  Turnitin does not allow late submissions.
Each assignment will be graded according to the following percentages:

Regarding your technical writing, you must follow all rules as instructed in BADM 2312: Business Communications.  This includes referencing!!!  Grading information will be on Turnitin.com approximately two weeks after each submission.  While grades may be posted on Turnitin and/or myCampus, the information within your graded paper on Turnitin.com will be the only detailed review of the grading.  You must visit the instructor’s office, after notification of your grade, if you desire to discuss the grading.  This will be the only opportunity for you to discuss the grading with the instructor.
PRESENTATION
The presentation will be during Finals Week.  It will be video-based and presented via the web. It is not a face-to-face presentation.  While the actual topics will be announced after mid-term, discussion about the presentation will take place during most class meetings.  The presentation may be supported with MSPowerpoint, GoogleDocs, video, etc.  Your presentation must last 4-6 minutes.  These times may be adjusted before the due date of the actual presentations.
ADDITIONAL NOTES

(1) Be forewarned: in an online class there are no excuses such as holidays, playdays and forgetting what day or time it is, for missing due dates.  You miss due dates, you get zeroes.  Plan ahead.
(2) There is to be no collusion on any paper writing assignment or on any contribution to discussions.  Any violations will be treated as flagrant cheating.  A first violation will count as a zero on that assignment or discussion.  A second violation will result in automatic failure of the course.

(3) Plagiarism on papers will be treated as flagrant cheating.  A first violation will count as a zero on that assignment or discussion.  A second violation will result in automatic failure of the course.  Be sure to reference.  Turnitin is tough to fool!  “Mistakes” will not be tolerated.
