Assignment 1 – BENT 4312 – Spring 2011
Your first assignment is meant to get you to think about what type of social entrepreneurial  venture you might be prepared to start within five years after graduation.  Instead of this being like a research paper, it is going to be more like answering three questions.  You are to answer with text, not an outline.  And not with pictures.  While there is no maximum number of pages, your response should be at least two pages long (using one inch margins, twelve point normal fonts, and double-spacing).  Provide three distinct responses, not one long response.  You do not have to use external information.  BUT…if you use any information that is not your own, no matter how insignificant you deem it, you must provide a reference.  Turnitin will catch you if you do not.  This is due at noon on Friday, February 4.  Here are the three questions to answer:

1. What social entrepreneurial venture might you start?

Your response should give a thorough explanation about what this enterprise does and how it does it.  You need to make sure and include where you will start it (has to be overseas; can span multiple cities, states or countries), what is involved (products, suppliers, services, processes, etc.) and who it will serve.  One third of your content grade is based on how thorough you are on this section.
2. What makes you think that you can pull it off?

Your response should include information about your past experiences, your education, your faith, your gifts, abilities, talents, dreams and visions, successful similar ventures by others, etc.   One third of your content grade is based on how convincing you are on this section.
3. What do you anticipate to be the impact of your venture?

Your response should indicate which of the variety of social needs (i.e. economic, health, environmental, educational, etc.) will be addressed by your venture.  Then explain how those social needs will be impacted.  Then explain why it is important to meet these needs in the intended location(s).
